Personal income is the income that is received by, or on behalf of, all the individuals who live in the area; therefore, the
estimates of personal income are presented by the place of residence of the income recipients. Total Personal Income is
calculated as the sum of earnings by place of residence (shown in below); an adjustment for those who commute into or out
of the county to work; and additional adjustment for contributions to government social insurance; income derived from
rental, dividends and personal interest; and personal transfer receipts.

The adjustment for commuting is positive if more earnings occur from those who commute out of the selected area to work
therefore bringing earnings back into the area. The adjustment is negative if more earnings occur from people who commute
into the area to work and take the earnings out of the county.
